(B - Rodd Charlottetown) 

 

 

 

 

 



July 15, 2026, Enjoy a free morning in Charlottetown, Canada birthplace, or join a complimentary walking tour of the 

city.  This afternoon, tour the scenic North Shore of the island. Drive by red cliffs, white beaches, gently sloping sand 

dunes and green fields of Prince Edward Island National Park and visit Anne of Green Gables Heritage Place, the 

alluring inspiration of Lucy Maud Montgomery’s classic books. Experience true Maritime hospitality this evening at a 

traditional hall-style lobster supper. (B, D - Rodd Charlottetown) 

 

 

 

 

 

 

July 16, 2026, Ferry over the Northumberland Strait back to Nova Scotia and proceed to Cape Breton Island, the 

Scotland of North America, via the Canso Causeway.

1 personal item (stored under the seat in front of you)

Personal Item: 33 cm (13 in) in height, 14 cm (6 in) in depth, and 41 cm (16 in) in width. 

 

 

Checked: Maximum weight is 50lb (23kg)  

 

The maximum linear dimensions of a piece of baggage are calculated by adding together its greatest outside height, 

width and length – wheels and handles included. 158 cm (62 inches)
